he wonderful thing about the “Tools

as Art” show at the Katonah Museum

is the sound. No, not any background

music. The subliminal sound you hear
when you look at these tools; the knocking
of the hammer, the wood saw’s “whir,” the
hacking of the ax.

It’s another level of seeing that makes the

show so fanciful.

Accompanying the “sound”is tangibility. Just

about every tool depicted here has been 1n our

grasp. Those cold metal grips of pliers; that worn,

wooden arm of

an old hammer

E“ I Ew — it all registers

kinesthetically

somewhere in

our pores. And

once placed in our hands, these tools are never

static. Saws grate back and forth, wrenches clank
and turn, hatchets swing and thud.

But as sculpture and unconventional art can-
vases, action-packed tools can stop time —time
enough to hear and feel them. The diverse and
engaging works in this show are freeze-frames;
scissors in midslice, hammers poised before
succumbing to gravity’s plunge, moments fleet-
ing as the unconscious pause between inhaling
and exhaling.

“Hammer and Nails” (1980), by sculptor
Hans Godo Fribel, is a life-size glass hammer,
frozen in decent an inch above a glass nail. The
stop action and incongruity of using glass as an
object of force is fascinating.
“Hammer Breaks Glass Plate” (1933), a

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black-and-white photograph
by Harold Edgerton, seizes the
“smash!” and instant splintering
from the impact’s corona splayed
out to delicate cracks and frag-
ments.

The large, polished steel floor
sculpture “Cut” (1986) by Christo-
pher Plowman is a giant steel scis-
sors cutting into a steel sheet. “Cut”
is the classic genre of recasting
everyday icons in unlikely mate-
rials in work that is sometimes
larger-than-life-sized. Famous for
large-scaleiconicsculptureis Claus
Oldenburg, whose drawing of his
“Giant Three-Way Plug” (1970) is
in the show. The prototype drawing
is a soft, drippy brown watercolor
that takes on a plaintive face of
a cuddly toy, unlike the massive
5-by-7 bronze plug outside at the
Oberlin campus.

A larger-than-life hammer
unwedging a nail in “Correction”
(1987), an oil painting done as a
“tool portrait” by Chester Arnold.
Fashioned after a typical Renais-
sance portrait, the acutely angled
hammer is close up with a classic
distant landscape, (think Mona
Lisa) of mountains, clouds and (in
this painting) an ominous swath of
black, billowy smoke.

Extracted from everyday use,
tools as art are the change-up from
functional utensils to aesthetic
form. The abstractly painted “Two-
hand Saw” (1979), by Oleg Kudry-
ashov, pits large black teeth and
blunt handles against layered black
swirls and scribbles over white
with haphazard black geometric
cut-outs. The ideal tool for two
hulking men is quickly converted
to hard-edged abstraction.

Arman’s fanciful “Blue, Red,
Brown” (1988) is a marching sea
of about 25 large commercial paint
brushes, each brush lingering at
the end of a wide, calculated brush
stroke. Here, the cleanly executed
robotic intent omits the easy sashay-
ing of a paintbrush with the usual
complementary drips and spills.

The colloquial winter scene
painted on Jacob Kass’s saw “Unti-
tled” (1981) stills the concept of a
push-pull motion long enough to
appreciate the saw’s new function.
A fun-filled winter scene running
the length of the saw leads your
eyes to the abrupt carved wooden

handle, a surprise exclamation
point. Jim Schlesinger’s “Untitled”
(1992)is aphotograph on a circular
saw blade with a outstretched hand
indicating “stop” against a blurred
background partially obliterating a
single eye.

Taking license with tools as the
basis for literary jokes is the fun part
of this show. Vladimire Salamun’s
“Siamese Hammer Joined at the
Handle,” (1982) replays as anthro-
pomorphic while suggesting “two
heads are better than one.”

The more metaphorical photo-
graph “Saw and Axe” (1987), by
Kaisa Puustak, is an imaginative
montage using a saw, ax, drafts-
man triangle and expanded tape
measure wonderfully forming a
sailboat with a curved piece of
paper as the sail.

Richard Tipping’s “Drill-a-
Phone” (1997) has a masochis-
tic bent with a drill bit replacing
the receiver on an old rotary desk
phone.

The bigger names dotting the
show with work about tools are
Tom Otterness and his engraving
“Hand and Hammer” (1993), Fer-
nand Leger’s lithograph “Les Con-
structeurs” (1951), Walker Evans’
photograph “Wrench” (1955) and
Berenice Abbott’s “Hardware
Store,” a 1938 photograph.

These works are part of the John
Hechinger Collection of tools as
art. Hechinger, who pioneered his
small hardware store into a multi-
billion-dollar corporation with 118
stores in the East and Midwest,
amassed the collection to dispel
the often bland working environ-
ment of the hardware business and
to share with his employees the
beauty he saw in tools. Graphic art-
ist Ivan Chermayeff, who designed
the logo for the Katonah Museum
of Art, also designed a logo for
Hechinger. Hechinger originally
asked Chermayeft to produce pho-
tographic prints of tools that were
sold in the stores for the headquar-
ter walls. Those prints were joined
by Jim Dine prints called “Tool
Box,” and from that point the col-
lection took off.
